Collage (method from The New Acrylics)

Works with images taken from copiers which use powdered base toner, 
made on regular copier paper

Also works with images from some Lazar printers.

Needed materials:

Process

1.  Apply matt medium with a brush on top of the copier image—


Do 3 to 4 coats letting the coats dry in between—if you put


the image in a sunny place it will dry quickly.

2. When dry, soak the back of the paper using the sponge—slowly and 

lightly rub to remove the paper from the acrylic layer

3. When the image is free of paper, you may draw (ink) or paint (acrylic)


on the back to add color to the image .

4. Ready your paper or panel.  Apply matt medium to the back of your 
image, place it where you want it on the paper and go over it with a 
brayer, adding more matt medium at edges to keep them from lifting.

5. You may use painters or drafting tape to create borders around your image 
area.  Paint the matt medium over the edge of the tape to seal.


When dry, use a ruler and exacto knife to cut image off at border.
